* Premises Licence Variation — British Flag Public House, 56 West Street, Harwich. ClIr
Todd asked if the opening hours had been approved. ClIr J Henderson said it only goes to
committee if there are a lot of objections or the police have asked for an existing licence to
be reviewed because there’s been issues; otherwise it goes to the officer to determine and
is often passed. She explained that the way in which licencing applications are determined
differs to that of Planning applications.

* Premises Licence Variation — DCS Enterprise Solutions Ltd, 1 Midland House, High
Street, Dovercourt. Clir G Smith was unsure what the variation was to the licence but felt it
related to the restrictions imposed on indoor seating during the pandemic. Clir | Henderson
concurred and said it was likely a continuation of this. ClIr J Henderson suggested TDC is
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asked to request that the licensee makes sure to keep within their designated boundary
and not cause an obstruction to the pathway, which has been observed recently. Perhaps
this could be managed with some form of partition or panelling, which is often used to
cordon off an area. The clerk agreed to raise these issues with the licensing officer.
